ANIMAL HORMONES

Hormones constitute a chemical control mechanism. They do not belong to any particular
group of chemical compounds, although all are organic in nature, some being proteins, other
peptides, amino acids, or steroids. In all probability hormones act as coenzymes or parts of coen-
zymes, or they may influence the synthesis of enzymes or coenzymes.

Hormones in vertebrates are secreted by endocrine glands. The immediate stimulus for
the secretory activity of these glands is provided by motor neurons from the central nervous sys-
tem. The secretions of these "ductless" glands are absorbed directly into the blood stream for
transportation to the regions of the body where they exert their influences. Some glands of the
endocrine system (thyroid, parathyroids, pituitary and adrenals) function only to secrete hor-
mones. Others, such as the pancreas ovaries, and testes, have both endocrine and exocrine func-
tions (exocrine secretions leave the gland by way of a duct). For example, the pancreas produces
both insulin, a hormone which regulates carbohydrate metabolism, and several digestive en-
zymes which act in the duodenum.

The functions of an endocrine gland are generally investigated by observing the effect of
the surgical removal of the gland. If the experimental animal is then provided with another
source of the hormone, either through transplants from other animals or by injecting hormonal
extracts, additional information becomes available. Hormones may be synthesized artificially or
they may be extracted and purified from the gland itself or from the blood or urine of an animal.
Because hormones are produced in very small quantities, the extraction of a few milligrams of
hormone in pure form may utilize several hundred pounds of endocrine gland. The availability of
some hormones makes possible hormone therapy, or the treatment of a hormone deficiency
through injections of that hormone into the body

Farm animals are highly important sources of food for man. They produce meat, milk
and eggs. These are highly nutritious products.

Animal husbandry is closely connected with plant growing. Different plants such as
grasses, grain crops and some vegetables are used in feeding livestock. At the same time manure
produced by livestock is an important source for the maintenance of soil fertility. Two thousand
years ago the farmer learned that he must keep up the fertility of his soil if he expected to have
good yields of crops; so he used the manure from farm animals. Except in some great river val-
leys, like the Nile, which are enriched by overflow, no agricultural region has continued to se-
cure abundant harvests without the aid of manure. As a rule, where the farmer keep the most
livestock, the crops are the best. As much as 80 or 85 per cent of the plant food elements in a
feed are returned in the manure. Manure also makes the soil porous, mellow and easily worked.

Animal husbandry supplies industry with such raw materials as wool, fat, skin, down
and feather. These raw materials are used by man for many purposes. Much of our clothing is
made of the wool hair, or skin of farm animals. Leather is made of skin.

Cattle have been the most important draft animals in agriculture. For ages animals have
been used by man in doing his work. Horses and mules are the principal work animals; oxen are
also sometimes used for work. Much of the work of these animals goes into the producing of
crops.

Vogelgrippe

Das Virus Influenza H5N1 ist ein behiilltes Finzel-Virus aus der Familie der Orthomyxoviridae.
Der Durchmesser des Virus betrédgt etwa 100 Nanometer, es besitzt etwa 14.000 Nukleotide.

Die Symptome des akuten Verlaufs dieser Infektion sind identisch mit den Symptomen der
anderen Virussubtypen: aligemeine Schwiche (Apathie, Inappetenz, stumpfes, struppiges
Federkleid), hohes Fieber, eine erschwerte Atmung mit gesffnetem Schnabel, Odeme (d. h.
Schwellungen aufgrund Fliissigkeitsaufstauung) an Kopf, Hals, Kamm, Kehllappen, Beinen und
FiBen, Blauverfirbung von Haut und Schleimhduten, wésserig-schleimiger und griinlicher
Durchfall, neurologische Storungen (sonderbare Haltung des Kopfes, Stérungen der Motorik).

Die Legeleistung sinkt, die Eier sind diinnwandig oder schalenlos. Die Mortalitét in infizierten
Hausgefliigelbestdnden ist sehr hoch. Der Tod tritt bei nahezu allen Tieren ein. Besonders
schwer ist der Krankheitsverlauf regelméBig bei Hausgeflligel, insbesondere bei Hithnern und
Truthiihnern. Die Inkubationszeit ist maximal 21 Tage.

Die Kiihe

Kiihe wiegen etwa 500 bis 800 kg, Bullen 1000 bis 1200 kg. Die natiirliche Lebenserwartung
eines Rinds betrdgt maximal 20 Jahre. Im Regelfall haben Rinder Hérner, hornlose Rinderrassen
sind die Ausnahme. Bei einem Kalb kann das Hornwachstum durch einen heif3en Metallstab, der
auf die Hornansitze gepresst wird, verhindert werden.

Rinder sind wie Pferde auch Pflanzenfresser. Sie nutzen aber als Wiederkiduer wie auch Schafe
und Kamele die Nahrung weit besser aus. Sie kénnen das Gras aber nicht so kurz abfressen wie
Pferde.

Ein Rind macht beim Fressen und Wiederk&uen pro Tag 30.000 Kaubewegungen und produziert
bis zu 150 Liter Speichel. So verwundert es nicht, dass es an heilen Tagen bis zu 180 Liter
Wasser zu sich nimmt und dabei bis zu 25 Liter pro Minute schluckt. Hochleistungskiihe
produzieren unter giinstigen Erndhrungs- und Haltungsbedingungen innerhalb eines Jahres weit
tiber 10.000 Liter Milch.
